◼ H3DC : No income requirement (full support for TAFE)

①H3DC  (1/4 support for scholarship and full support for TAFE)

②Students majoring in science/engineering/agriculture in private schools

(1/3 or 1/4 support for TAFE)

◼ Universities (undergraduates), junior 
colleges, technical colleges (4th ＆ 5th years 
of study) and professional training colleges 
that meet the prescribed requirements
